• To develop a wide range of techniques using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape 
and form in the context of painting a seascape. 

• To paint a seascape using colours I have mixed.

• To paint things in pale colours so they show perspective of far away

• To draw the outline of buildings of different sizes in the style of Lowry.
