• To describe different ways people may worship 

• To recognise aspects of worship common to more than one faith 

• To reflect on the importance of worship in the life of a believer

• To name the parts of two places of worship for different faiths 

• To describe how the building and its artefacts are used in different ways

special? 

• To say why religious people celebrate an important life event 

• To recognise and name the holy books of different faiths 

• To retell a story from two different faiths and say what they mean for the believer

• - Easter Day (chocolate eggs)
